On April 28, 2009 the Historic Preservation Commission reviewed your Notice of Unsafe
Structure and Notice of Imminent Hazard violations related to 187-191 North Avenue. Both
violation notices state the parapet on the building front is in danger of falling and must be
addressed immediately.

The HPC heard testimony from City Engineer Randy Laks of Remington Vernick about the
building and the threat to public safety brought on by the parapet. After hearing from Mr. Laks
the HPC agrees that the parapet poses a danger and is a threat to public safety. The HPC
recommends removal and salvage of the parapet with the following conditions:

1. The building needs to be assessed by a structural engineer and properly secured so as to
avoid any further water or structural damage, including covering all holes in the roof and
ensuring that the existing interior drains (if any) are functioning properly.

2. Photographs and measured drawings should be made of the existing conditions of the
corbelled parapet - one side section, and one front section drawing. Copies of the
drawings and photographs should be kept with the Construction Official and the Historic
Preservation Commission, care of the Planning Division. The drawings are crucial for
future reconstruction.

3. The persons who will perform the removal of the parapet should have experience in
working with selective removals on historic buildings.

4. Salvage the date block should it be necessary to remove it as part of the parapet removal.
5. The City should provide the HPC with periodic updates at six month intervals.

After an inspection of the building, a Commission member noted that the cast iron band across
the front of the building that has chains coming off of it which holds up the canopy over the



entrance is coming away from the brick facade. You may want to inspect this feature and its
removal may be necessary as well.

If you or anyone in your office is planning a closer inspection of the roof, please contact me- a
Commission member has expressed an interest to accompany the inspector to observe the site
conditions.

Please accept this email as official notification that on the evening of March 23, 2010, I
was notified that the top left front parapet wall on

187-191 North Avenue, a locally designated historic structure, partially collapsed. The
building is a three story structure with a brick facade that is attached to existing
buildings on both sides. The bricks and capstone on the top left front parapet wall
partially collapsed and fell to on the building roof and sidewalk on North Avenue. Given the
aforementioned and the condition of the building, the Fire Official, Construction Official
and City Engineer have certified, as of today, that the building is an imminent hazard and
needs to be demolished on an emergent basis in accordance with NJAC 5:34-6.1.

On the evening of March 23, 2010, our office was notified that the top left front
parapet wall of the building at 187-191 North Avenue had partially collapsed. The
existing building is a three story structure with a brick facade that is also attached to
existing buildings on each side. The bricks and capstones on the top left front
parapet wall walls have partially collapsed and have fallen onto the buildings roof,
and the sidewalk on North Ave.

I am writing to certify that the demolition of the building at 187-191 North Avenue
needs to be completed on an emergency basis in accordance with procedures for
emergency contracts as promulgated in the Local Public Contract Rules,
Department of Community Affairs (N.J.A.C. 5:34-6.1 et seq.)

The following criteria are a basis for the award of an emergency contract, with my
opinion of compliance. N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq. and N.J.A.C. 5:34-6.1 et seq.
requires:

X That an actual or imminent emergency exists.

The deteriorated condition and recent collapse indicates the building is
imminent danger of complete failure. The buildings deterioration issues were
also indicated in our letter regarding the building as it related to hazardous
conditions existing November 30, 2009.

2. That it affects the Public Health, Safety and Welfare.

This is a public safety hazard to the public right-of-way, sidewalk, street, and
a safety hazard to the adjacent buildings.

The structure located at 187-91 North Avenue, has been demolished. This
memorandum is being generated to you so as to provide a summary of the
information which required this result.

Over the years this privately owned structure has been the subject of several
inspections and violations regarding its structural integrity and safety by my
office. The latest such inspections and resulting notices were sent on January
30, 2008 and March 25, 2009. Resulting in the owners of the building being
issued notices for unsafe structure and imminent hazard. No response has ever
been received from the listed property owner(s) despite notices being sent to
their last known address.

On the evening of Tuesday, March 23, 2010, a substantial number of bricks fell
from the top level of the building to the sidewalk/street. Although this happened
without incident, i.e. no property damage an/d or personal injury to members of
the public, it required the mobilization of public safety personnel from both the



Plainfield Police and Fire Divisions, and other appropriate City staff, including the
City Engineer. Since that evening, that area has been cordoned off to prevent
public access while a thorough review and analysis was made to determine the
appropriate step(s) to be taken. After a number of inspections by/with the City
Engineer, it was determined that the building was not only uninhabitable, but also
unsafe and a hazard to public safety, and should therefore be demolished. In
conjunction with that finding, a Declaration of Emergency Demolition was issued
by the Engineer and the Plainfield Fire Division.

As | am certain you will recall, Mr. David Brown, Director of Public Works and
Urban Development, coincidently appeared before the Commission that evening
(Tuesday, March 23, 2010) and advised those present of the imminent danger
and proposed demolition. | believe that this brief summary should be helpful to
the Commission in understanding the steps that were taken resulting in the
demolition.



HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION 17:4-12

17:4-11 EMERGENCY PROCEDURES.

When a structure or improvement requires immediate repair to preserve the
continued habitability of the structure and/or the health and safety of its occupants or
others, emergency repairs may be performed in accordance with City Codes, without
first obtaining a Certificate of Appropriateness. Under such circumstances, the repairs
performed shall be only such as are necessary to protect the health and safety of the
occupants of the structure or others and/or to maintain the habitability of the structure. A
request for the Commission's review shall be made simultaneously with the onset of
emergency work. Such emergency work shall be permitted only if the Construction
Official certifies to the administrative officer the immediate necessity for such permit
issuance. Upon notice by the administrative officer to the full Historic Preservation
Commission by telephone, personal contact or other appropriate means of
communication, at least three (3) members of the Commission shall convene as soon as
possible and such convening members shall proceed to review the Certificate of
Appropriateness application as provided in this chapter. Subsequent to such review, a
Certificate of Appropriateness may be issued upon a majority vote of the members
convened. (MC 2002-29 §17:4-11, December 2, 2002)

17:4-12 DUTIES, POWERS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF COMMISSION.

The Historic Preservation Commission shall have the following duties, powers and
responsibilities:

A. To identify, record and maintain a system for survey and inventory of all
buildings, sites, places, landmarks and structures of historical or architectural
significance based on the United States Secretary of the Interior's Standards and
Guidelines for Archaeology and Historic Preservation (Standards and Guidelines for
Identification); and to aid the public in understanding their worth, methods of
preservation, techniques of gathering documentation and related matters.

B. To advise the Planning Board on the relationship of the historic preservation
plan element of the master plan to other master plan elements.

C. To advise the Planning Board on the inclusion of historic sites and landmarks
in the recommended capital improvement program.

D. To advise the City Council and Planning Board on the relative merits of
proposals involving public funds to restore, preserve and protect historic buildings,
places and structures, including the preparation of long-range plans therefore, securing
State, Federal and other grants and aid to assist therein and monitoring such projects

once underway.

EMERGENCY PROCUREMENT REPORT

Public Exigencies Pursuant To N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.12
Procedure

An Emergency Procurement Report is required when municipalities, counties, and their instrumentalities
and agencies' (public agency) experience an emergency that warrants the immediate delivery of goods
or services and in doing so, are unable to comply with the “Pay-to-Play” provisions of N.J.S.A. 19:44A-
20.4 et seq. N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.12 provides in pertinent part that:

“Nothing contained in this act shall be construed as prohibiting the awarding of a contract
when the public exigency requires the immediate delivery of goods or performance of
emergency services as determined by the State Treasurer.”

The State Treasurer” has determined that approval under this provision is automatically granted when:

1. A public agency finds the public’s health, safety or welfare requires the immediate delivery
of goods or the performance of services.

2. The award of any such contracts is made pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6 and
N.J.A.C. 5:34-6.1 et seq., or for county colleges, N.J.S.A. 18A:64A-25.6.

Contracts are issued in response to a formal declaration of an emergency by the Governor.

Emergency Report Required

The Treasurer also requires that when a contracting agency uses these provisions, the agency’s
purchasing agent or other appropriate personnel shall file with Director of the Division of Local
Government Services an “Emergency Procurement Report,” within 30 days of the date the contract was
issued. Contracts relating to a formal declaration of an emergency by the Governor are exempt from the
reporting provision.

Certain information is necessary to address situations in which an exigency/emergency affecting the
public’s health, safety or welfare requires the immediate delivery of goods or the performance of
services.

Legal Provisions Related to Use of Emergencies

40A:11-6 Emergency contracts

6. Emergency contracts. Any contract may be negotiated or awarded for a contracting unit without public advertising for bids and
bidding therefor, notwithstanding that the contract price will exceed the bid threshold, when an emergency affecting the public health,
safety or welfare requires the immediate delivery of goods or the performance of services; provided that the awarding of such
coniracts is made in the following manner:

a. The official in charge of the agency wherein the emergency occurred, or such other officer or employee as may be authorized to act
in place of that official, shall notify the purchasing agent, a supervisor of the purchasing agent, or a designated representative of the
governing body, as may be appropriate to the form of government, of the need for the performance of a contract, the nature of the
emergency, the time of its occurrence and the need for invoking this section. If that person is satisfied that an emergency exists, that
person shall be authorized to award a contract or contracts for such purposes as may be necessary to respond to the emergent needs.
Such notification shall be reduced to writing and filed with the purchasing agent as soon as practicable.

b. Upon the furnishing of such goods or services, in accordance with the terms of the contract, the contractor furnishing such goods or
services shall be entitled to be paid therefor and the contracting unit shall be obligated for said payment. The governing body of the
contracting unit shall take such action as shall be required to provide for the payment of the contract price.

c. The Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs shall prescribe rules and
procedures to implement the requirements of this section.

d. The governing body of the contracting unit may prescribe additional rules and procedures to implement the requirements of this
section.

N.J.A.C. 5:34-6.1 General requirements (edited as to applicability)

(a) The use of emergency purchasing pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6 or 18A:18A-7 shall be subject to the following requirements:
1. An actual or imminent emergency must exist requiring the immediate delivery of the goods or the performance of the service:. ..

...3. The emergency purchasing procedure may not be used unless the need for the goods or services could not have been reasonably
foreseen or the need for such goods or services has arisen notwithstanding a good faith effort on the part of the contracting unit to plan
for the purchase of any goods or services required by the contracting unit;

4. The contract shall be of such limited duration as to meet only the immediate needs of the emergency; and
5. Under no circumstances shall the emergency purchasing procedure be used to enter into a multi-year contract,

(b) The governing body of each contracting unit shall adopt rules or regulations as appropriate to the contracting unit to ensure that
there is a procedure for determining and confirming the existence of an emergency and that the provisions for emergency purchasing
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6 or 18A:18A-7 may be implemented. Such rules or regulations shall include such provisions that ensure
that if initially designated individuals are not available, there is a designated chain of command to ensure that there are always
appropriate individuals available to make such decisions.

18A:64A-25.6 Emergency purchases and contracts

6. Any purchase, contract, or agreement may be made, negotiated or awarded by a county college without public advertising for bids
and bidding therefor, notwithstanding that the cost or contract price will exceed $25,000* or, commencing January 1, 2003, the
amount determined pursuant to subsection b. of section 3 of P.L.1982, c.189 (C.18A:64A-25.3), when an emergency affecting the
health, safety or welfare of occupants of college property requires the immediate delivery of the materials or supplies or the
performance of the work, provided that such purchases, contracts or agreements are awarded or made in the following manner:

a. A written requisition for the performance of such work or the furnishing of materials or supplies, certified by the employee in
charge of the building, facility or equipment where the emergency occurred, is filed with the contracting agent or his deputy in
charge, describing the nature of the emergency, the time of its occurrence, and the need for invoking this section. The contracting
agent, or his deputy in charge, being satisfied that the emergency exists, is hereby authorized to award a contract for said work,
materials or supplies.

b. Upon the furnishing of such work, materials or supplies in accordance with the terms of the contract or agreement, the contractor
furnishing such work, materials or supplies shall be entitled to be paid therefor and the county college shall be obligated for said
payment.

c. The board of trustees may prescribe rules and procedures to implement the requirements of this section.

* This provision is superseded by the provisions of N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.4 threshold of $17,500
